Q1. How does a lens work?
A1. They bend rays of light
as they pass through so
they can change path or
direction.

Q2. What colours is light
made up from?

Light is made up of all the
colours of the spectrum/
rainbow. The colour of the
light you see depends on its
wavelength.

Q3. How does a telescope
work?

They have two lenses (one
large and one small) which

reflect light rather than
bending it.
