Healthy Eating hints and tips—Learn when to stop

Monkfield Park : Winter Wildlife Explorers

schools bird watch and has been doing a range of activities from plan-
ning experiments, building a bird box and having a big bird watch.
There are six different things having an effect on the environment:
burning of certain fuels, rising water levels, deforestation, food, pollu-
tion and a decrease in birds. These feathered friends are vital for the
environment and help plant life through seed dispersal. House Spar-
rows and other birds have seen a decrease in numbers over the past
few years, particularly in urban environments. Currently, the RSPB is
trying to increase the number of birds over the UK by promoting the
big bird watch.
