On Tuesday 6th March we were visited by our Consultant Trainer Keely from Ruth Miskin Training to run a
Read, Write Inc. Development Day. This is a comprehensive literacy programme designed to get young
children reading and writing. It supports children to read the first 30 sounds, use phrases and actions to begin
handwriting and read simple words and texts.

We looked at and reviewed the action plan from last time before Keely visited each room to observe activities
and story sessions which promote Read, Write Inc.

Each member of staff had an observation, received individual feedback and were supported to lead sessions to
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promote story times and phonic activities with the children.
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A Development Day Report was produced which identified actions to work on
between now and the next day which will take place in June.
