Keeping Our Children Safe 

On Thursday I aƩended the Safeguarding Conference organised by the Cam-
bridgeshire EducaƟon Safeguarding Team. This is always a very interesƟng 
event as experts in their field bring us up to date with all the latest research 
and developments. However, it can also be worrying as it really highlights 
how, in our fast changing world, we seem to be constantly baƩling to keep 
our children safe.  The presentaƟon from The Internet Watch FoundaƟon fo-
cused on the dangers we face from ArƟficial Intelligence. This was very con-
cerning as criminals are already using readily available technology to digitally 
alter images of children which they harvest from social media. One’s iniƟal 
reacƟon is to ban all devices and access to the internet to ensure our children 
are safe. Of course, this is not pracƟcable as we have to accept that technolo-
gy is already an integral part of all our lives and will be increasingly so for our 
children. Our job, as educators and parents, is to ensure that children’s use of 
social media is monitored closely and limited with strict boundaries. It has 
never been more important to talk to your child about how they can keep 
themselves safe online and to ensure that you are fully up to date. I will be 
sending out an aƩachment in a separate parent mail on the meaning of emo-
jis. These seemingly innocent pictures have many double meanings which can 
be used in messages to bully and inƟmidate others and are used extensively 
by County Lines for the distribuƟon and sale of drugs. I hope you will find this 
useful when monitoring your children’s social media accounts.

 CelebraƟng Florence NighƟngale and Mary Seacole 

This week Year 2 were transported back in Ɵme to 1854 where they found themselves in the middle of 
the Crimean War. VisiƟng Scutari Hospital they joined ‘the Lady with the lamp’, Florence NighƟngale, in 
her mission to treat many of the injured and sick casualƟes. Having made their own authenƟc lamps, the 
children set to making medicines and caring for the wounded soldiers, providing clean and hygienic 
wards, learning basic First Aid and bandaging techniques. The children also learnt about Mary Seacole, 
another inspiraƟonal woman pioneer in the field of medicine and health care. She was a contemporary 
of Florence NighƟngale who did amazing work caring for the injured soldiers on the front line in the Cri-
mean War. Everyone had a great Ɵme in their role-play, learning many new facts and developing a 
beƩer understanding of the important role Florence NighƟngale played in developing the country’s 
health service and the modern standards of nursing we have come to expect today.
