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At home, encourage your child to…





-Create a space picture using pencils, paint, chalk etc. 


-Use recycled materials from around the home to make a spaceship.  This could be small, medium or big enough for them to fit inside! 


-Compare sizes around the home.


-Measure short distances around the home using nonstandard units. E.g. how many footsteps it is from the front door to the stairs.
